Tasting Note

From an extraordinary vintage year, this remarkable wine is still going as strong as ever.
As deep, rich and concentrated today as it was in its youth and still showing tantalising
ripeness. Scarlet in colour with terracotta tones at the rim, it has a complex nose of cigar
box spice, warm leather, baked fruits, ripe morello cherries and blackcurrants. Medium
to full-bodied, really silky with a great mouth feel, lively and really rich on the palate,
extremely drinkable with sweet, ripe tannins. The palate has intense flavours of dark
chocolate, red cherries, olives, figs, and velvet smooth tannins on the very long finish,
lingering sweet red fruits and spices in the aftertaste.
